Mr. Wiley read the advertisement from the Walpole Times. Green cards were collected

Mr. Wiley read board comments into the record

Mr. Jason Youngquist, of Outback Engineering was present representing the applicant Annmarie Cariello. Plans were presented entitled “Site Plan for 12 Guernsey Ln. in Walpole MA” and dated March 18, 2013. Mr. Youngquist stated this filing is for a 24x26 addition of a garage to the single family house including the expansion of the existing porch and construction of a new deck. He stated the driveway will need to be modified to get into the new garage. Mr. Youngquist stated a siltation fence will be in place during construction and show the limit of work. All the work will occur within the 100 ft. buffer but outside of the 25 ft. no disturb. Mr. Youngquist state there will be no impact to any impervious area
Ms. Hershey stated she did not hear back from the applicant’s representative so was not able to walk the wetland line with them. She stated she reviewed aerials and the line appears to match though

Mr. Youngquist stated that Seth Duforth is the wetland scientist from Outback Engineering who delineated the wetlands.
Ms. Dyer asked about the existing shed located in the wetlands.

Mr. Goetz also stated he is concerned about the location of the shed. He stated infiltration of roof runoff is needed as well
Mr. Wiley stated no-disturb plaques need to be located on the plan.

The homeowner, Ms. Carrillo, stated the shed has been in existence since 1994 when the house was built. She was unaware of it being in wetlands. She stated the shed is on blocks

The commission discussed four plaques should be placed on permanent posts and shown on a revised plan. The commission discussed she should put a few blueberry bushes in the wetland area, and the homeowner can work with the agent on placement. The commission discussed the existing shed can remain where it is, but once it is in need of replacement it has to be moved to an area outside of the wetland area.

Mr. Wiley read board comments into the record.
Mr. Michael Viano was present and presented plans entitled “Lot 7 Warren Lane Request for Determination of Applicability plan of land in Walpole MA” and dated April 1, 2013
Mr. Viano stated this filing is for the construction of a single family house and is the second lot in from the left on Warren Ln. He presented the plans to the commission showing the small area located in the buffer zone. Mr. Viano stated erosion controls will be in place including silt barriers. He stated a downspout leaching bed is shown on the plan as well. Any dewatering would not occur without working with the Agent he stated. 
Ms. Hershey stated she has been on the site and it looked fine to her. She stated she was confident issuing a Negative 3 Determination for this proposal.
Mr. Turner asked about the grinder pumps and about emergency shut off’s
Mr. Viano stated there are alarms but it’s the responsibility of the homeowner

Mr. Wiley stated he would like a crushed stone apron installed during construction to prevent tracking on the street.

Mr. Wiley read board comments into the record
Mr. Dan Merrikin, of Merrikin Engineering was present representing the applicant who was not present. Plans were submitted to the board entitled “24 Arlington Ln. Lot 15 Site Plan of Land in Walpole MA and dated April 5, 2013. Mr. Merrikin stated this lot is located at the end of Brush Hill Estates and is the last site on the left. It consists of approximately one acre, most of it upland. The proposal is to construct a single family house, and driveway which will be located outside the buffer. Mr. Merrikin stated erosion controls will be in place with no alteration plaques. Crushed stone apron shall be in place during construction as well as surrounding the catch basins with erosion controls. Mr. Merrikin stated the area has been used as a dumping ground and the large rocks/boulders will be removed prior to construction 
Ms. Hershey stated she has been out on the site and the end of the cul- de- sac definitely needs to be cleaned. She stated the wetland line looked fine. Ms. Hershey stated her other comment is the commission should get verification of the high ground water by Mass Soil Evaluator in writing
Mr. Goetz stated a locus map should be on the plan

Mr. Wiley asked the location of the no alteration bounds.

Ms. Hershey requested Mr. Disangro come to our next meeting to discuss the enforcement issues.

Mr. Wiley read the advertisement from the Walpole Times. A Certified list of mailing was received
Mr. Wiley read board comments into the record

Ms. Diane Velardocchia, of CDM Smith, Inc. was present with applicant Ms. Margaret Walker, Town Engineer for the Town of Walpole. Plans were submitted entitled “Town of Walpole MA Norfolk St. Drainage Improvements” dated April 2013
Ms. Velardocchia stated this filing is because of a FEMA grant and is considered a limited project per 310 CMR 10.53(3 )(f)) with the purpose to help alleviate flooding issues and improve an existing inadequate drainage system in the areas of Norfolk St and Crane Rd. The proposed work includes constructing a reinforced relief pipe as well as upsizing the existing pipe from a 24 inch metal one to a 30 inch RC pipe. Ms. Velardocchia discussed the outlet control structure and the rates of runoff and how the relief pipe will control the flow of water to the wetlands and prevent water from flooding the roadways. She stated in July the wetlands were delineated. Ms. Velardocchia discussed different alternatives that were explored and this made the most sense.
Ms. Velardocchia discussed erosion control measures to include compost socks, erosion control blankets, and rip rap pads to be used at the outlets. She stated dewatering and treatment shall occur before discharging to the wetlands, silt sacs in place to capture sediments and be kept in place until vegetation has been re-established.

Ms. Hershey stated she has looked at the project and the areas involved. She stated an Order of Conditions can be issued as this is being filed as a limited project. She stated the alternatives have been looked at as well. Ms. Hershey stated her suggestion is they list mitigation measures in the areas that will be altered as a special condition, and the request for a Certificate of Compliance include photographs as well.
Mr. Turner discussed measures to prevent siltation

Ms. Velardocchia stated deep sump catch basins with hoods will help capture sediments

Mr. Goetz stated this area has been a problem for many years and is happy it will be addressed. He commented that they need to make sure all exposed ends of the systems are secured so water will not damage it.
Mr. Wiley asked what the downstream effect would be by diverting the water

Ms. Velardocchia stated the water service elevation will be spread throughout the wetlands
Mr. Wiley asked for comments or questions from the audience

Mr. Christopher Village was present representing the “Homes at Swan Pond” who are one of the owners on record of the property. He stated the flooding problems have been going on for so long and they are happy to see the Town doing what they can to alleviate the flood waters on Crane Rd. He is in support of this project and grateful.

The commission discussed special conditions to include the attachment of the O&M plan, if seeding occurs outside of the growing season erosion control blankets or mulch shall be used to prevent erosion and sedimentation; the wetland specialist shall submit a report with pictures of the restored wetland areas prior to removing erosion controls and requesting a Certificate of Compliance.

Mr. Wiley read the advertisement from the Walpole Times.
A new board comment received by the Town Engineer was read into the record
Mr. Rick Merrikin, of Merrikin Engineering was present representing the applicant Mr. Lorusso who was also present. 

A letter from Division of Fishery and Wildlife was given to the commission stating the project as proposed will not adversely affect the actual Resource Area Habitat of the state protected wildlife species.

 A Vegetation Management Plan was submitted to the board dated 4/21/13, by Goddard Consulting and received in the office today. Mr. Merrikin stated its purpose is to manage the vegetation during the twenty year plan. He stated the primary planting includes the HighBush Blueberry as it is liked by the endangered Hessel’s Hairstreak butterfly. There is a combination of plantings and maintenance included in the plan as well as removing invasives once a year as a management practice.
Ms. Hershey stated she has not had time to review the plan. She also stated that it was discovered the area in question at the last meeting was indeed a vernal pool. She stated Scott Goddard is in the process of getting the paperwork together and certifying this. Ms. Hershey stated her suggestion is there be 50 ft. of no-alteration surrounding this Vernal Pool, as the local bylaw states 25ft is the “minimum” no alteration area. She stated her concern is that the removal of Pine Trees will create too much light and impact the habitat in the vernal pool area.
Mr. Dan Merrikin came into the meeting and stated a 50 ft. no alteration area surrounding the vernal pool would be fine. He also stated they are proposing to plant approximately fifty (50) HighBush blueberry bushes. He reiterated that no herbicides would be used.
Ms. Hershey stated she would like the submittal of a Vegetation Management plan on a yearly basis.

The commission discussed special conditions to include the 50 ft. no alteration bounds around the vernal pool, and a Vegetation Management Plan submitted once a year. Revised plans shall be submitted prior to issuance
